 Last year we provided 30-40 food boxes to families from Family Services and Union Hill 

School at Easter, Thanksgiving, Christmas and a special event held in the summer.  The office also 

gave out 5-6 boxes a week.  Thatõs almost 400 boxes a year!  We will be providing the same number 

of boxes in 2019.  So, the need for food is always great.  You can bring your food donations on Sun-

day mornings or leave in the office during the week (there is a list of food items on the pantry door).
